Tasks to be completed: 

1. Angles and parallel lines handout.  In book with border.  Write Yes/No. 

2. Trial page with border, title box.  40mm in from bottom edge and left edge measure 
and rule a 100mm square using T-square, set square and HB pencil followed by 
fineliner.  Then using equipment, draw a 100mm x 80mm rectangle and a 90mm 
equilateral triangle.  Think about placement. 

 Page landscape, 3 pieces tape.  10mm border.   
 HB pencil then fineliner. 
 Use of T-Square, set squares and measuring. 
 Correct placement and measuring of title box. 

2. Landscape page demonstrating 40mm Oblique, Isometric and Planometric drawing 
systems. 

 Correct use of T-square and set squares.  HB pencil then fineliner. 
 Placement on the page.  PLANNING! 
 Border and title box. 

3. Landscape page presenting a 100mm Isometric cut out cube in greylead pencil 
demonstrating no evidence of erasing, careful rendering using the grades of pencil.  
Presentation.  40mm from bottom border and 150mm from left border is starting 
point. 

NO FINELINER ON CUBE!  ONLY BORDER & TITLE BOX.
